Glossary

Borobudur, or Barabudur, is a 9th-century Mahayana Buddhist Temple in Magelang, Central
Java, Indonesia. The monument consists of nine stacked platforms, six square and three
circular, topped by a central dome.

Mount Merapi or Gunung Merapi, is an active strato volcano located on the border between
Central Java and Yogyakarta, Indonesia. It is the most active volcano in Indonesia and has
erupted regularly since 1548.

Lake Toba is a large natural lake occupying the caldera of a supervolcano. The lake is about
100 kilometres long, 30 kilometres wide, and up to 505 metres deep. It is located in North
Sumatra, Indonesia. It has an island in the middle of the lake called Samosir Island where some
of Batak clan (the origin ethnic in North Sumatra) lives.

Buto ljo is one of traditional legend in Indonesia. It is a ghost-like creature which has green
skin, sharp teeth and fangs, and giant body. It usually kidnaps babies or young children to be
used as sacrifice.
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
